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What's New
IAAF Detection Threshold

By default, ReacTime Command Center and block sensors use the detection threshold approved and validated by the
IAAF.

Lane Mask

The Command Center allows the user to set each lane to one of three states:

»  Active (A) The block sensor is connected and an athlete is in the blocks.

»  Empty (E) The block sensor is connected but the block is empty. Reaction times from this sensor will be ignored
by the Command Center, though they willappear on the block sensor display.

»  Missing (M) The block sensor is not connected or turned on. The Command Center will not attempt to com-
municate with this block sensor.

TIP: When setting an athlete to DNS in the ReacTime Championship software, the Command Center will auto-

matically set the appropriate lane to Empty (E).

»  Tomanually change the Lane Mask options on the Command Center:
1. SelectMenu - System - Lane Mask.
Hitthe Up arrow to change lanes.

3. Hitthe Down arrow to change states for the selected lane.

NOTE: When you enter the Lane Mask screen, you will see a series of capital letters indicating the current state.
The right-most letter is lane 1. By default, all lanes are Active (A) and will revert to this state when the number of
lanesis changed or when a new race is selected in the ReacTime Championship software. The currently selec-
ted lane letter will change to lower case with the lane number appearing to the left of the mask.
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
